Grade 3/4 Classroom Report

In reading the students have been looking at
the art of visualising while reading.

The
students are starting to add quotes and
making sure they add the page numbers to
their Reader’s Notebook entries too.

In writing it has been a very exciting week
because all students have all returned their
technology agreements and now have
access to laptops! The kids have been
waiting so patiently for them since the
beginning of the year. The published work
coming out of the students is immense and




our writing wall has been filled to the brim! We have had to move to the windows where
students have written persuasive pieces about why we should save the bees.

In maths we have been looking at subtraction and rounding. We have looked at these
functions in the real world too and used real menus to see how much change we will have left
from $50.00 after ordering a meal.

In science we have been looking at the importance of bees in the ecosystem. Students have
made powerpoint presentations about bees and persuasive writing pieces about whether we
should save them or not.
