Sacramental Information 
 

Baptism:  
To have your child baptized, please contact 
the parish office well in advance of the pre-
ferred date.  Parents and godparents are ex-
pected to attend a meeting to prepare for this 
sacrament.  Godparents should be: in good 
standing with the Church, practicing the faith, 
virtuous examples for the children.  A full list of 
requirements for godparents can be obtained 
in the parish office. 
First Holy Communion  and                       
First Reconciliation: 
Reconciliation and Holy Communion are    
usually received by children in the second 
grade.  The children must have completed at 
least one and a half years of Faith Formation 
before they will be admitted to these sacra-
ments. If you have an older child who needs to 
make these sacraments special arrangements 
can be made by calling the office.                
Confirmation:  
Confirmation is celebrated in the fall of odd 
years (for example 2021) when teens are in 
their junior or senior years.  Please contact the 
parish office for more information. 
 Marriage:  
Couples desiring to be married in the Catholic 
Church should contact the parish office at 
least 6 months in advance of the desired wed-
ding date.  They will need to attend a number 
of preparation meetings as well as other
